Literature Paper, past exam questions

2004 Higher Tier

Compare how the writers of Chemistry and Your Shoes show relationships between adults and children.

OR

Compare how the settings of the stories are important in Flight and one other story from the selection.  Compare:

· the settings of the stories;

· how the settings are presented;

· how the writers use the settings in the stories.

OR

Writers shape the endings of their stories in different ways.  Compare how the writers of The End of Something and one other story from the selection shape the endings of their stories.

2004 Foundation Tier

Compare how the writers of Growing Up and Snowdrops show relationships between adults and children.  Compare:

· the relationships between adults and children in the stories;

· how the writers present these relationships.

OR

Compare how the feelings of characters are presented in The End of Something and one other story in the selection.  Compare:

· the feelings of the characters in the two stories;

· how the writers show these feelings by the ways they write about them.

OR

Compare how you respond to the ending of Flight with your response to the ending of one other story in the selection.  Compare:

· the endings of the two stories;

· how you respond to the endings;

· how the writers make you respond by the ways they write the endings.

2003 Higher Tier

Compare what the writers achieve by presenting their stories as first person narratives in Superman and Paula Brown’s New Snowsuit and Your Shoes.

OR

Successful short stories often have one or more twists and/or turning points.  Compare the effects of these twists and/or turning points in The Test (NOTE: No longer in the Anthology, substitute Chemistry or Superman and Paula Brown’s New Snowsuit) and one other story from the Anthology.

OR

Compare the ways the writers of two stories from the Anthology show that relationships between people can be complex and difficult.  Compare:

· the relationships in the stories;

· how they can be complex and difficult;

· the methods the writers use to show that relationships can be complex and difficult.

2003 Foundation Tier

Compare how the writers make you have different feelings at different points in the stories Your Shoes and The Test (NOTE: The Test is no longer in the Anthology, substitute Flight instead.)  Write about:

· what happens at different points in the stories;

· how you feel at these points in the stories;

· how the writers make you have these different feelings.

OR

Remind yourself of the ending of Superman and Paula Brown’s New Snowsuit (from line 170 to the end.)  Compare this ending with the ending of one other story.  Compare:

· what happens at the end of the two stories;

· how the characters have changed, or learned, or developed by the end of the stories;

· whether the endings are a surprise or not, and why;

· how the writers makes the endings surprising or not by the ways they write.

OR

Choose one character from one story and one character from another story in the Anthology.  Compare how these two characters are shown to deal with their experiences.  Compare:

· what the experiences are;

· how the characters deal with them;

· how the writer shows the characters dealing with their experiences.

2002 Higher Tier

Both The Test and The Darkness Out There (NOTE:  not in the anthology, replace with Chemistry and Snowdrops or Your Shoes and Flight) show that there is more to people than at first appears.  Choose at least one character from each story and compare:

· your first impressions of the characters you have chosen;

· how the writers make you change your mind about these characters as you read on;

· what you think about these characters when you re-read the stories, and why.

OR

Compare the ways the writers of Flight and one other story from the Anthology shape their stories to prepare readers for the endings.

OR

Compare the ways the writers of any two of the stories from the Anthology show children coming to terms with growing up.

2002 Foundation Tier

In Flight and The Darkness Out There (NOTE:  not in the Anthology, replace with Superman and Paula Brown’s New Snowsuit) some of the main characters seem to change.  Choose one main character from each story.  Compare:

· how the characters change;

· how the writers show the changes by the way that they write about them;

· similarities and differences between the changes, and the ways the writers show them.

OR

Compare how relationships between parents and children are shown in Your Shoes and one other story from the Anthology.  Write about:

· the relationships between parents and children;

· how the writers show the relationships by the ways they write about them;

· similarities and differences between the relationships and the ways the writers show them.
