Literature Paper, Twentieth Centure Prose Section  You need the section entitled AQA/NEAB Anthology:  Prose.  You have 45 minutes to select, plan, answer and check one of the following questions.

Foundation Level
Either    Compare the ways relationships between young people and older people are shown in any two stories of your choice from this section.  Write about:

· the relationships between the young people and the older people

· the ways the writers show the relationships

· differences between the stories.

Or    In both Superman and Paula Brown’s New Snowsuit and Snowdrops the main characters learn things about people around them.  Compare the things they learn, and the ways the writers show the characters’ experiences of learning.      Write about:

· the things they learn

· how the writers show the characters’ experiences of learning by the ways they write about them

· similarities and differences between their experiences of learning, and how the writers show them.

Or    In Flight the grandfather has to face some unpleasant truths.  Compare the ways the grandfather and one character from another story in this section have to face unpleasant truths.  Write about:

· the truths that the two characters have to face

· how their experiences are shown to be unpleasant by the writers of the stories

· similarities and differences between the experiences, and the ways they are shown.

Or    Compare the attitudes of adults towards children in any two of the stories from this section.  Write about:

· the attitudes of the adults

· how the writers show the attitudes of the adults by the ways they write about them

· similarities and differences between the attitudes in the stories, and how the writers show them.

Or    In Flight and Growing Up some of the main characters seem to change.  Choose one main character from each story.  Compare the ways they change and the ways the writers show the changes.   Write about:

· how the characters change

· how the writers show the changes by the way that they write about them

· similarities and differences between the changes, and the ways the writers show them.

Or   Compare how relationships between parents and children are shown in Your Shoes and one other story in this section.  Write about:

· the relationships between parents and children

· how the writers show the relationships by the ways they write about them

· similarities and differences between the relationships, and the ways the writers show them.

Or  Compare how the writers of any two of the stories in this section show how children cope with growing up.  Write about:   - the experiences the children have, and how they cope with them;   -how the writers show the children growing up by the ways they write about them;  -similarities and differences between the children’s experiences, and the ways the writers show them.

Higher Level questions

Either    In Superman and Paula Brown’s New Snowsuit and Your Shoes the main characters feel betrayed by others.  Compare how feelings of betrayal are shown in these two stories.

Or    Compare the ways characters’ thoughts and feelings are shown in Flight and one other story in this section.  Write about:

· what makes the characters think and feel the way they do

· similarities and differences between the characters

· how the writers reveal the characters’ thoughts and feelings.

Or   Compare the ways relationships between young people and older people are presented in any two stories from this section.
Either    Compare the ways in which the writers of Superman and Paula Brown’s New Snowsuit and Snowdrops show what the main characters learn about themselves and people around them. Write about: 

· what the characters learn about themselves and the people around them

· how the writers present these characters’ learning experiences

· similarities and differences between the ways the writers present these experiences.

Or    In Flight the grandfather loses something, but comes to terms with it.  Compare how Doris Lessing and the writer of one other story in this section present characters dealing with loss.  Write about:

· what the characters lose

· how the characters deal with their losses

· how the writers show the characters’ thoughts and feelings

Or    Compare two stories from this section in which the setting is important.  Show how the settings contribute to the effects of the stories.

Or    Compare the ways the writers of Flight and one other story in this section shape their stories to prepare readers for the endings

Or  Compare the ways the writers of any two of the stories in this section show children coming to terms with growing up.

Either  Compare how the writers of Chemistry and Your Shoes show relationships between adults and children.

Or  Compare how the settings of the stories are important in Flight and one other story in this section.  Compare:

· the settings of the stories;

· how the settings are presented

· how the writers use the settings in the stories.
Or  Writers shape the endings of their stories in different ways.  Compare how the writers of The End of Something and one other story from the section shape the endings of their stories.
