Foundation & Higher Tiers 2002 (questions were the same for both papers)

Either

There are many magazines based on people’s interests, such as computing, music and health and fitness.  Choose a subject which you know a lot about and which interests you.  Write an article on this subject for a magazine.  Your aim is to inform your reader.

Or

Choose a person who has played an important part in your life.  Explain how this person has been important to you.

Or

Describe the room you are sitting in.

Foundation & Higher Tiers 2003 (questions were the same for both papers)

Either

Write a letter to be given to students starting their GCSEs.  Inform them of what they can expect in the two years that lie ahead.

Or

Explain why you spend your free time in the way that you do.

Or

Describe a place you hate.

Foundation & Higher Tiers 2004 (questions were the same for both papers)

Either

Write an article for a school or college website in which you inform other students about a recent school or college event.

Or

Choose a time when you have been very happy or very unhappy.  Explain why you felt that way.

Or

Describe a shopping centre when it is closed and describe it when it is open.

Or

You are asked to recommend a holiday place to a friend.  Describe the place closely and explain why you would recommend it.

Foundation & Higher Tiers 2005 (questions were the same for both papers)

Either

Write a letter to the governors of your school informing them of the changes you would like to be made in your school and the reasons for these changes.

Or

Explain what your dreams and ambitions for the future are.  Explain, also, how you could achieve them.

Or

Describe a nightmare world.

Or

Many young people have concerns about the world in which they live.  Write informatively about one or more of your concerns and explain the reasons for them.
